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For the past four years Susan was editor/designer of all publications for InsideOUT Writers. These publications include the InsideOUT Quarterly Literary Review, a collection of student writing and interviews with artists, politicians, and scientists who are advocates for youth. Among those interviewed were acclaimed poet Luis Rodriguez, screenwriter Antwone Fisher, and former Crips founder turned peace activist Tookie Williams. Another publication was the re-designed and updated two hundred page “What We See: Poems and Essays Written by the Youth in the InsideOUT Writers’ Program”, the reprint of the 1999 book edited by Mark Salzman and Karen Hunt.  Susan was also editor/designer on a book showcasing the youth writing and artwork from a collaboration class with ArtShare Los Angeles and InsideOUT Writers.

In addition to being editor of publications for four years, Susan was also an InsideOUT Writers’ teacher, conducting poetry classes at Tarzana Treatment Center, William Tell Aggeler Opportunity High School, and Barry J. Nidorf Juvenile Hall. 

Susan is an award winning poet and short story writer. She has taught graphic design at Fashion Institute of Design and Merchandising, and designed album covers for A&M and Word record labels. She studied writing, filmmaking, art, and graphic design at U.C.San Diego, U.C.Santa Cruz, and Art Center College of Design in Pasadena, California.
